Keep Christ in Christmas 
 
 
Millions of people in North America will be reminded to “Keep Christ in 
Christmas” thanks to the efforts of the Knights of Columbus. The cam-
paign includes public service announcements that will be aired in the 
United States during the Christmas season, as well as a variety of local programs in support of the  
campaign that include signs, billboards, Nativity scenes and Christmas cards. 

Radio spots encouraging people to “Keep Christ in Christmas” in various ways – including by helping 
the less fortunate – will be aired in English and Spanish. In addition, a television PSA has been sent to 
networks and hundreds of local broadcast stations and cable systems. 

Originally organized by the Christian Mothers of Milwaukee, later know as Council of Catholic 
Women, in Milwaukee, Wis., the effort was originally known as “Put Christ Back into Christmas.”  
Following that effort, the Knights of Columbus adopted the “Keep Christ in Christmas” program in  
the early 1960s, and have been actively promoting it since. 

The Knights has been producing “Keep Christ in Christmas” PSAs since the 1980s. 

Last year, the Knights of Columbus Christmas PSAs reached more than 38 million television viewers 
and 34 million radio listeners. Billboards and signs with the same message have also been put up 
around the country by local Knights of Columbus councils, and many local councils also sponsor  
nativity displays or sell religiously themed Christmas cards.
