I went to get my Catechism and laying on top of it were the 

Bible and three other books I’ve been reading: “Introduction to

Of Suffering,” by Peter Kreeft, and “holy moments,” by Matthew Kelly.  So now I want to talk 

about all three books, the Lord’s Prayer, and the extraordinary bible versus I read this week.
