Lord, Reveal What I 
Do Not See  

Unawareness of Sin 

As we continue our Lenten journey, I’ve 
been reflecting on something that struck 
me during Ash Wednesday Mass: sin is 
not always a deliberate act. Sometimes we fall into it without realizing it. That truth invites us 
to approach this season with humility, because if sin can be unintentional, then we must be 
attentive to the small movements of our hearts and the quiet tones of our speech. 

Let me share an example. 

A friend of mine once handed off a project he had managed for several years. Not long after, 
someone mistakenly sent him information meant for the new person in charge. Wanting to be 
helpful, he forwarded the message along and added a comment that he thought was 
harmless — something about giving the new lead “a break,” since in his mind they tended to 
move slowly on certain tasks. 

What he didn’t realize was that this small remark, though unintended, came across as a 
criticism. The person felt hurt, and my friend suddenly saw how easily impatience or pride can 
slip into our words without us noticing. 

A Lenten Lesson 

Reflecting on this, my friend recognized that his words revealed a subtle impatience he hadn’t 
meant to express. He hadn’t intended to judge anyone, yet the effect was still wounding. That 
is where the deeper spiritual lesson lies. Not all sin is loud or dramatic. Sometimes it hides in 
our assumptions, our tone, or the way we compare ourselves to others. 

Lent invites us to pay attention to these small, often overlooked moments. It calls us to 
examine not only what we intend to say, but how our words may be received. It reminds us 
that charity is more than avoiding harshness — it is choosing humility, giving others the 
benefit of doubt, and guarding against the quiet pride that can slip into everyday interactions. 

Unintentional sin is still a failing, but it is also an opportunity. When we recognize it, we 
can seek forgiveness, repair the relationship, and grow in gentleness. In that way, even our 
missteps can become moments of grace — moments where God teaches us to love more 
carefully, more humbly, and more like Christ.
